Eph Ehly, retired professor of music 

from the University of Missouri Con-

servatory of Music in Kansas City.   

      The singers rehearsed together 

for 10-12 hours before performing 

for an audience of choral educators 

and singers on Friday night.  The 

concert, which included works by 

MO composers and arrangers, was 

one of the highlights of the conven-

tion, as demonstrated by the thun-

derous applause and standing ovation 

they received.   

         Josh Hickam said that he en-

joyed working with Dr. Ehly because 

“he was full of energy and he had a 

very effective and fun way of commu-

nicating exactly what he wanted from 

us musically.” Leigh Fuszner added,
